Dear Parents and Cheerleaders:
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The DAHS Cheerleading Boosters Club will be fundraising in conjunction with the Altoona Curve Baseball Team - working in their concession stands.  We will be committing to 8 games, and will make a   9 ½ % to 10 % profit of the sales brought in on those stands.  This fundraiser can make a huge profit of several thousand dollars for our organization, if we all make the commitment to help at least one (or two) games. 
All money made through this fundraiser will be for the girls’ individual accounts.  You are under no obligation to work any of these games, however, if you do not work a game, your daughter does not benefit from any monies made.  If you do commit to work a game (or two), any money you paid in for camp, camp gear, warm ups, etc. will be reimbursed to you at the end of August.  For every game you work that is more money that you can add to your daughters account, and if two parents work, that counts as two separate credits towards the account.  THE MORE YOU WORK, THE MORE YOU MAKE!  The Cheerleaders themselves are not able to work in the concession stands; since there is alcohol served at some of the stands, you must be 18 years old.  We would ask that any parent(s), significant others or siblings (over the age of 18), etc. who would like to help out and raise money for their Cheerleader’s account, to please sign up as soon as possible, as dates and times will fill up fast and will be on a first come first serve basis.  
Altoona Curve will train 4-Leaders, 4-Assistant Leaders and 4-Cashier’s from our Booster Club, who will then help train other Booster members to work the concession stands.  We will be required to come 2 hours prior to game time to set-up and start selling an hour before the games start, and will be required to stay after to clean up and count receipts.  We are also required to wear an “uniform”, which would just consist of either black or khaki pants, capri’s or shorts, T-shirt with our group name (example the Cheer Competition T-Shirts, which we might have some leftover for anyone who needs one), sneakers (no opened toe shoes), and a visor (red, black or white)(If you don’t already have one at home, they can be purchased at Wal-Mart for $1.97 or if you would like you can buy one at the Curve’s Gift Shop.)
Please note that this is a major commitment on your part, and it will require your time and your hard work, but it will also greatly benefit your Cheerleader!  It can also be a lot of fun, bring the entire family over, while Mom or Dad works the stands, the kids can enjoy the game, and even some fireworks.

If you commit to a particular date and time, YOU MUST BE THERE or find someone to take your place if you cannot make it due to some unforeseen problem.
